Subject(s): Cooperative Learning – The Cask of Amontillado
Topic or Unit of Study (Title):  The Cask of Amontillado
Grade Level: 9
Materials: The Cask of Amontillado; Laptops/Computer Time; Carnival Weekly New Assignment and Rubric
Summary (and Rationale): The students will be writing articles that tackle one of two issues in relation to The Cask of Amontillado. The groups will decided on either the subject of Revenge or Corporal Punishment and then create a 5 question survey to find out the public opinion on their subject matter. After getting the results the student will work together to write an article that is free of their personal opinions but reflects the opinions of the public. This will enhance their research skills, collaborative skills, and writing skills.   
I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): View other articles that use data to show the public’s opinion. [10 Min]
II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments:

	The student will be able to work in a group of four and complete the following tasks:

•Students will apply the writing process by writing a news article that portrays the results of their surveys in correlation to The Cask of Amontillado.

 •Students will communicate effectively with their group members.

 •Students will gather, analyze, and interpret data from their surveys and use the information as a basis for their articles. Each group will survey a minimum of 50 people using a minimum of 5 survey questions.
 •Students will analyze audience, tone, and voice.

 •Students will discuss basic components of a news article and effectively write a neutral article that informs readers about their data and how it relates to The Cask of Amontillado.
	The survey counts as 40% of the grade and should demonstrate the students' ability to:

 •use random sampling to gather opinions from about fifty students.

 •use a Likert Scale (1= strongly agree; 2= agree; 3= disagree; 4= strongly disagree).

 •gather students' attitudes and beliefs.

 •use simple, clear, brief questions or statements.
 *create a visual representation of data to support an article. 
 The article counts for 60% of the grade and must:

 •be written in the style and tone of a news analysis story (relatively neutral; short, clear paragraphs and sentences).

 •include a graphic or chart of the results.


State the objective: The objective is for students to obtain their own data based off of issues brought into light from the text The Cask of Amontillado. The students are to effectively use their collected data to write a news article depicting the public’s opinion.   [3 days]
Assessment: The article, including a visual representation of collected data, will be given both a group grade and an individual grade. [3 days]
III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance):  [15 Min]
IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): [3 Days (Assigned on Friday and to be turned in on Monday)]
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): Hand out example articles and example graphs for students to model their projects after.[5 Min]
VI. Independent Practice: Split the students into groups of four and have them begin working on the assignment in class. Provide either laptops or computer lab time. [3 days]
