Subject(s): The Integrative Model
Topic or Unit of Study (Title):  The Cask of Amontillado
Grade Level: 9
Materials: Edgar Allan Poe biography print-offs, Writing Work sheets, 
Summary (and Rationale):  The students will be enhancing their analyzing, writing, and predicting skills by learning about the author of The Cask of Amontillado and determining if his life influenced his dark writing style. They will write one paragraph using the biography to back up their claims about his life. The students will then make a guess about what would have changed in his writing if Edgar Allan Poe’s life had been different and write one paragraph using textual evidence from The Cask of Amontillado to back their claims (as in, which parts of the story might have been different).
I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): Briefly go over how to use text as evidence to back up a claim and then give an example. Ex. J.K. Rowling wrote the first Harry Potter while living in Portugal. (Use J.K. Rowling biography for textual evidence)
II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments:

	The student will be able to analyze the life of an author in relation to the authors work, draw conclusions as to how their life may have effected their writing, and then predict how their writing may have differed if their life was different in two separate paragraphs. 
	As a class we will read the biography of Edgar Allan Poe and then discuss his life as a whole and what kind of tone his life had. We will then, as a class, discuss and determine the tone of The Cask of Amontillado. The students will then individually use the writing worksheet they are given and will write two paragraphs. 

1) Paragraph 1: Using the biography the students will make a claim about Edgar Allan Poe’s life and how his life affected his work. 

2) Paragraph 2: The students will use The Cask of Amontillado to make a claim about how the text may have been different if the author’s life had been different.

III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance):  Go over the Poe biography in class, then discuss Poe’s life and the possible affects it had on his written work, and finally, discuss the tone of The Cask of Amontillado and discuss any obvious influences from Poe’s life.  [30 Minutes]
IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): Review the J.K Rowling example, also mention other claims (The Forest of Dean in the books and in her life). [10 Minutes]
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): Homework – have students find a biography of their favorite author and then highlight information that relates to one of their novels, stories, series, poem, etc…[5 Minutes]
VI. Independent Practice: The students will individually use the writing worksheet they are given and will write two paragraphs. Paragraph 1: Using the biography the students will make a claim about Edgar Allan Poe’s life and how his life affected his work. Paragraph 2: The students will use The Cask of Amontillado to make a claim about how the text may have been different if the author’s life had been different.  [Remainder of Class]
